Probe Cards solutions

3QFY09 revenue S$9.1m, -24% quarter-on-quarter, -45% year-on-year.
3QFY09 YTD revenue S$36.7m, -40% year-on-year.

Softened market demand, pricing pressure and increased competition led to
lower sales across product lines; 3Q FY09 looks to be bottoming based on
market indicators and improving book-to-bill outlook.

Successful qualifications for Trio™ Vertical Probe Cards at world largest
Fabless Company and at a major global test and assembly house.

LCD driver probe cards were also successfully qualified at major LCD drive
company in Japan and Taiwan.

Successfully completed full production and assembly of Trio™ vertical probe
card in Vietnam facility for selected customer with ramp plan expected over
coming quarters.

« 3QFYO09 YTD revenue S$79.3m, -7% year-on-year.

* Improved revenue from communications network assurance and trading
businesses more than offset by lower manufacturing activities amid weak
market demand on seasonally slower quarter

 EMS customers extremely cautious about capex spending; if necessary, will
either lease or acquire from secondary markets; Education and R&D
customers are still spending.

« Uncovering Communications business opportunities in newer markets like
Vietnam & Indonesia.

« Wafer fabs / test & assembly houses utilizations hit low in Feb09; signs of
Improved orders with short lead time spot orders from end customers in LCD &

telecommunications segments.

Outlook

We remain cautious of the recent rebound In
activities in the EMS & semiconductor markets:

 Sustainability of the recovery in plant utilizations is key.

» Underlying problems in the financial crisis remain unresolved; this will continue
to be a dampener for a sustained recovery.

e Semiconductor Industry Association (May 4, 2009) :

- continued limited visibility in end markets

- some bright spots : smartphones and netbook PCs

- no clear signs of early firming of demand in other major end markets such as
automotive, corporate IT & consumer electronics.

- expects economic stimulus measures to impact sales in 2010.
